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Pakistan faces with domestic terrorism both the project itself and the staff of
Chinese companies face serious threats.

The Concept of the “Pseudo Environment” from Cognitive Studies and
China - South Asia Regional Cooperation

ABSTRACT: This article conducts an analysis of China’ s regional cooperation in
South Asia with the objective of identifying ways to improve prospects for China —
South Asia regional cooperative within the framework of the Belt and Road by
assessing mechanisms whereby it is impacted by the “pseudo — environment”. The
“pseudo environment ” impacts cooperative relations in two main ways: through
positive reinforcement and misleading representations. In understanding “positive
reinforcement” the author considers the cases of China and Pakistan and China
and Bangladesh in detail; in considering “misleading representations” the author
looks mainly at the relationship between China and India. In the end it identifies a
number of options for consideration: how to continue enhancing the positive
reinforcement that pseudo environments provide in the context of China — Pakistan
relations; how to eliminate the misleading representations generated by pseudo
environments in the case of China —India relations; how to enhance the
development of pseudo environments within the context of other South Asian
Countries; how to enhance public diplomacy with academics think tanks and the
media; and work to shape more favorable public opinion.
