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standards of MLG and PAD in the 592 key poverty countries, this paper analyses three types of relationships
between them: 1)the bottom, which means the standard of MLG is lower than PAD, 2)the unity, which means the
standard of MLG is equal to PAD , and 3 the upside down, which means the standard of MLG is higher than
PAD. This article holds that among the three relationships, the bottom will always be the policy goal that needs to
be adhered by the MLG system. Rather than an average welfare, the MLG system is still a bottom assistance
especially for the poverty countries. Therefore, only the standard of MLG is lower than PAD, can the MLG system
reflect its "bottom up" positioning and show the "last layer safety net" effect.

In order to achieve balance of urban-rural relationship, the affect of
consumption and capital must be imposed on restrictions. It should be comfirmed that peasants have rights to lead
and participate in rural construction. Only in this way can we realize fammer-focused revitalization.
