Abstract: Korea's National Agricultural Cooperative Federation(NACF) has witnessed a development history from the government
regulation to the self-independent management. After the market-oriented structural reform in 2012, NACF seperated into two wholly
owned holdings companies, i.e. NongHyup Agribusiness Goup and NongHyup Financial Group, and restructured the ownerships of the
old industrial corporations which attached to NACF before. NACF has made new business plannings and advocated NACF ideology
promotion in new periods, striving for a new NACF Corporation mechanism of cooperations among governmental organizations and
business corporations. The restructuring impacts of NACF have gone much beyond NACF itself. New forms of NACF's cooperation
with government agencies in governance emerge, happening in conciliation of the goals conflicts among NACF and business corpora-
tions, and among public welfare and business interests; happening also in a sustainable developemnt third way different to the govern-
mental strict regulation and the market of laissez faire; which are also beneficial for the capacity-building of the NACF grassroots coop-
eratives, and the leaderships and soft powers of NACF in social and cultural development in rural areas. All these developmental experi-
ences provide references for China's Rural Revitalization Strategy in the new era after the 19" Congress of CPC in China.
